Together Again is a fitting title for this new CD from the Vinny Gennaro Combo. First established as a small band around 1960 by two elementary school friends, Vincent Scalia and Arthur De Gennaro, the combo became popular in the Carol Gardens community of Brooklyn, NY. Playing weddings, parties, dances, and just for fun at family events, the group jammed for about eight years. As the band members completed high school and went off to college or the military, the group broke up, but the friendship remained. After a long hiatus, they got together again for the first time in 2002 in Virginia. Ed had found a new instrument, the vibraphone, while the other band members continued playing their original ones. Their first recording was released that same year. 
Yes, the Vinny Gennaro Combo is Together Again on this fourth CD. After no releases for more than a year, the group turned to the task of creating this new CD. There are some milestones on this disk worth noting. The band takes on some classic jazz standards but ventures into the world of bebop with tunes like Nica’s Dream (a favorite of Wes Montgomery), Well You Needn’t (a Miles Davis classic), Angel Eyes (immortalized by Charlie Parker and carried on by Cannonball Adderly) and Cottontail (made popular by the Duke himself). Of course, there are some wonderful classics here too such as Spring Can Really Hang You Up The Most and My Romance. And you’ll find one of the band’s signature tunes on here too, Walkin’ With Mr. Lee. 
Perhaps the crowning selection of the CD is Autumn in New York. Through the use of modern digital technology, the band’s electronic wizard, Tony Napoli, was able to transform a rendition of the tune by Nick Milea, recorded in the early 60s, from audio tape to digital media. Once captured digitally, he was able to marry segments the band played with Nick’s work. The finished product will likely bring tears to the eyes of those who knew and loved Nick and the music he shared so generously with those around him. This tune is dedicated to his memory and is a testament to how much the guys in the band are indebted to him for his musical guidance and inspiration. 
Together Again.  It’s the perfect title for a CD from a group of guys who have been friends for more than 50 years … and they’re still making music … together … again!
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
